Lotterywest spokesperson Pina Compagnone said there was strong support from 
WA players in the draw and this was a great result. 
 
“The Megadraw is one of the most popular Lotto events of the year,” she said. 
 
“About one million tickets were purchased across the State and during our 
busiest hour of sales today close to 40,000 tickets churned out of lottery 
terminals,” she added. 
 
“We’re absolutely delighted for our winners and whether they realise they’ve 
struck Lotto luck yet, I’m sure their prize will provide them with a great start to the 
New Year,” she said.
