A couple from Doubleview and a family from Dudley Park were the 
other lucky Division One ticket holders from last Saturday’s draw. 
 
It’s been a fast start for Western Australian players in February with 
seven Division One wins recorded so far, ahead of tomorrow night’s 
$20 million Saturday Lotto Superdraw. 
 
Lotterywest spokesperson Hermione Coleman said the search was 
still on for Monday Night’s Lotto winner and a Set for Life 1st Prize 
from two weeks ago.   
 
“It’s been a fantastic start to February for Western Australian Lotto 
players,” Mrs Coleman said. 
 
“Our advice is to check your tickets, because you could be sitting on a 
Lotto or Set for Life fortune. 
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“We’d love to break a record for the most Division One winners in 
February and a WA winner for Saturday’s $20 million Superdraw 
would be a great place to continue our February run.”
