Mr McCrae said players who missed out on a weekend win would have a second 
chance at the Lotto dream ahead of Thursday’s $50 million Powerball jackpot. 
 
“Just imagine the adventures you could have with $50 million in your back 
pocket,” Mr McCrae said.  
 
“It’s expected the Powerball jackpot will also generate a massive $3 million for the 
WA community,” he added.
